COURSE OBJECTIVES

Upon completion of the course, the student will be able to: 

· Identify the major structures of a cell and explain their function.

· Identify types of tissue and where each is located in the animal body.

· Identify bones of the body by their proper names, identify types and location of joints, and recognize various pathological diseases of bones and skeletal systems.

· Describe the mechanics of muscle contraction, identify specified superficial and deep muscles and internal organs while dissecting a cat.

· Explain nerve impulse conduction, identify the structures and makeup of the brain and spinal cord, and identify and know the actions of major nerve bundles.


 Identify the structure and organs involved in circulation, describe blood flow through the heart, and become familiar with pathologic disorders of the circulatory system.


Identify the structures and organs involved in respiratory functions, explain the mechanics of gas exchange, and become familiar with pathologic disorders of the respiratory system.


Identify and describe the functions of organs of the digestive system, including absorption, secretion, and excretory functions.


Identify the structures of the renal system and discuss the formation of urine by the kidneys and blood flow through and around the kidneys and their supportive units.


Identify the structures of the male and female reproductive system and explain the physiology and functions of the reproductive organs.


Identify the structures and functions of the integumentary system and sensory organs.

IX.
MAKEUP WORK

No make up work or tests will be offered with the sole exceptions being if the student or student’s child is hospitalized, a court date has been made or due to military service and there is written documentation to support this fact. If the reason is found valid with proper documentation, then make up work may be offered.   It is at the instructor’s discretion as to when any make up work is due or offered. Students must make up missed tests within two days of returning to class. The maximum score a student may make on a make-up test is a score of 85% regardless of the reason of missed work.  All make-up tests will be all “fill-in-the-blank” in format.  It is the student’s responsibility to make arrangements with the instructor to make up any missed test.  If arrangements are not made within two days of the student’s return, then a grade of 0 will be entered.    There will be no retakes.  It is in the student’s best interest to NOT MISS ANY EXAMS.
There shall not be any make-up’s offered for the final exam.
X.  Individual Project

During the 16 week period, each student will be assigned an animal from the kennels in which they will become the “owner” of.  They will communicate with an upper classman also assigned the animal on the medical treatment of the animal.  The student must record their observations in a journal that will be graded at the end of the term. Periodic update sheets will be turned in on the animal as well.  Requirements will be to visit animal once daily and to walk their assigned animal at least 10 minutes a day and do a TPR once a week.  This assignment will be discussed more thoroughly in class.
